Present:  Floyd Brown, Erma Brown, Earl Hale, Carol Woodward, Margaret Whipple, and Steve Woith.
Minutes of the previous CF Board meeting (held in May, 2009) were reviewed.  The motion to ap-prove them as presented was made by C. Woodward, seconded by F. Brown, and approved by all.  

M. Whipple gave the Treasurer’s Report.  A motion to accept the Report was made by E. Hale, seconded by F. Brown, and approved by all.   

Discussion of Robert’s Rules of Order occurred.  As an organization following them to the letter must appoint a parliamentarian and – as suggested by C. Woodward – our Board actually works as a consensus, it was felt unnecessary to apply them to our meetings.
It was noted that although proposed CF By-law revisions were actually approved during the May 21, 2009 CF Board meeting, clarification and finality of wording was needed so these revisions were reviewed: 

1.    Article X:  Change its title to Financial Review
             2.    Current CF Articles state the number of Board voting trustees shall be seven (7) 
   
       members (and, therefore, a quorum shall consist of 4 members): it was felt this 
                    policy should be maintained.

C. Woodward made a motion to change the wording of Article X’s title and maintained the seven-member voting trustees policy of the CF Board.  F. Brown seconded this motion and all approved.
It was noted that Charitable Foundation public documents -- by-laws, grant applications, Form 990, etc. – should be on the PGRC website because the Club’s Foundation is a 501(c)3 organi-zation.  Webmaster C. Woodward and other CF Board members will address this.
New Business: The Hopewell-Prince George Healthy Families CF grant application, dated June 4, 2009, was reviewed.  They are not a 501(c)3 organization but it is believed they fall under the (consequently necessary) criterion of ‘government instrumentality’; P. Whipple will call Bernetta Quinn, HF Program Director about this.  In the interim, E. Hale made a motion to grant a CF $250 donation to H-PG Healthy Families, subject to documentation of grant eligibility.  This motion was seconded by F. Brown and approved by all.  
The meeting was adjourned at 7:15 PM.
